JOB DESCRIPTION

must draw to fit one of the following:

Cartoonists may be responsible for either drawing a cartoon illustrating a viewpoint on an
editorial, issue affecting the MU community and/or national issue, or may be responsible for
producing a comic series with a humorous or dramatic or anywhere-in-between narrative.
For editorials, cartoonists must supply editorial cartoons that are researched, concrete in
point, and identifiable with readers.
For comic series, cartoonists must supply a cartoon that is engaging and entertaining to
readers.

3. Would your comic have an ongoing plotline? If so, what would it be?

4. What would you name your comic?

7. What makes an editorial cartoon different from a column, and a comic series different
from a short story?
